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3. SLOGANS'«IN KWANGJU ARE IN MANY WAYS SIMILAR TO THOSE
SEEN IN «SEOUL AND ELSEWHERE. WHY THEN HAS THIS SOUTHERN
CITY FliLLEN )INTO SERIOUS RIOTING ANO A VERY GREAT LOSS OF
THE GOVERNMENT'S ABILITY TO MAINTAIN PUBLIC ORrrER7 IT IS
PROBABl E THAT REGIONALISM IS PLAYING SIGNIFICANT ROLE IN
THE INTENSITY OF THE RIOT IN KWANGJU. CHOLLA PEOPLE HAVE

ELVES SECOND CLASS CITIZENS FOR A LONG, LONG
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TIME, AND THEY ESCALATED THEIR PROTEST TO SPIRITED CON-
FRONTATION WITH THE AUTHORITIES QUICKLY IN RESPONSE TO
NEWS OF THE DETENTION OF KIM DAE JUNG (N-Rr KIM TAE-
CHUNG), CHOLLA'S LEADING POLITICIAN, AND THE DECLARATION
OF EMERGENCY MARTIAL LAW. POLICE AND TROOPS RESPONDED
'WITH SPECIAL DEGREE OF SEVERITY, PARTLY BECAUSE OF THE
SPIRIT OF THE CHALLENGE. BUT POSSIBLY BECAUSE THAT WAS
HOW THEY FELT THEY SHOULD TREAT CHOLLA PEOPLE. AT LEAST
THAT IS HOW THE CITIZENS OF KWANGJU ARE LIKELY TO LOOK
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THE TROOPS BEING USED WERE FROM THE ARCHRIVAL KYONGSAN
PROVINCE HAVE ALSO FANNEO THE FLAMES.

4. WE EXPECT THAT THE CHOLLA PEOPLE WILL BECOME MORE

EMBITTERED TOWARD THE MILITARY ANO CENTRAL GOVERNMENT.
AND FEEL THEMSELVES MORE EXCLUDED FROM FULL REPRESENTA-
TION IN THE NATION AS A WHOLE. THE MILITARY MAY BE ABLE
TD FORCE THE CITIZENS OF KWANGJU TO A SURLY ACCEPTANCE
OF THE SITUATION. BUT REGIONALISM HAS GAINED A BOOST AT
THE COST OF NATIONAL UNITY.

SOME WAS, 7d RESPONSIBILITY FOR EVENTS NDW TAKING PLACE.
THIS PQQPoQ+ITY TO SEEK AN OUTSIDE VILLIAN MAY WELL
CAUSE US FURTHER TROUBLE IN THE FUTURE. GLEYSTEEN
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
