ILIAR WITH THE ICA CENTER IN SEOUL (WHERE THE 20TH

HE WAS VERY COURTFOUS AND SPENT ABOUT FIFTEEN MINUTES AT
THE CENTER. AGCOMPANIED BY A REGIMENTAL COMMANDER WHOSE
