1.         SUMMARY OF INSTRUCTIONS.  Each offer must consist of the following:

1.1.      Completed SF-18.

1.2.      INFORMATION.  Information demonstrating the offeror’s ability to perform, including:

(1)        Name of a Project Manager (or other liaison to the Embassy) who understands written and spoken English and Korean.

(2)        Evidence that the offeror operates an established business with a permanent address and telephone listing;

      (3)        List of clients over the past two years, demonstrating prior experience with relevant past performance information and references (provide dates of contracts, places of performance, value of contracts, contact names, telephone and fax numbers and email addresses). Offerors are advised that the past performance information requested above may be discussed with the client’s contact person.  In addition, the client’s contact person may be asked to comment on the offeror’s:

1. Quality of services provided under the contract;
1. Compliance with contract terms and conditions;
1. Effectiveness of management;
1. Willingness to cooperate with and assist the customer in routine matters, and when confronted by unexpected difficulties; and
1. Business integrity / business conduct.  The Government will use past performance information primarily to assess an offeror’s capability to meet the solicitation performance requirements, including the relevance and successful performance of the offeror’s work experience.  The Government may also use this data to evaluate the credibility of the offeror’s proposal.  In addition, the Contracting Officer may use past performance information in making a determination of responsibility.

            (4)       Evidence that the offeror has all licenses and permits required by local law

The Government intends to award a purchase order resulting from this solicitation to the lowest priced, technically acceptable offeror/quoter who is a responsible contractor.  
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
