9. Birth certificate; For Koreans, Identification certificate and Family relation certificate under 1 year old and
English translations
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10. NONREFUNDABLE $180 application fee (cash, money order or “logoed” credit/debit cards: Visa, MasterCard,
American Express and Novus/Discover)
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11. The DS-117 replaces an immigrant petition. If your DS-117 is approved, you must then qualify for a returning
resident immigrant visa (SB-1) in the same manner as all immigrant visa applicants. If your DS-117 is denied,
your application fee is not refundable and you must otherwise qualify as an immigrant.
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
